2006, he seeks out others who were in
Beirut at the time to discuss their memories,
including a psychologist specializing in
post-traumatic stress disorders and the first
journalist to cover the massacre. The film

is both haunting and deeply human, and
leaves viewers with piercing questions to
explore about the emotional and societal
impact of a conflict that continues today.
